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“NEW QUALIFICATION MODULE IN COUNTER-TERRORISM”

The Security Institute has added a new module to its popular Certificate in Security Management, which is launched this month for students starting their studies in September. The Certificate programme is available by distance learning delivered by the Institute’s training partner Perpetuity Training. 

The new Security Institute module in Counter Terrorism is aimed at security supervisors and managers whose role requires they understand the threat of terrorism and how an appreciation of the dangers and risks, together with knowledge of security countermeasures, can help to increase safety. The module looks at the nature of terrorism and how extremists operate against commercial and public targets. 
Areas covered in the Module include:
· Understanding Terrorism: History, origins and development
· Terrorist Attacks and Techniques: An understanding and appreciation of how the terrorist designs and carries out attacks.

· Terrorism and the workplace Risk Assessment: How is the workplace made safe from the terrorist attack?
· Commercial Security and Counter Terrorism at Work: Methods used by various agencies to counter the terrorist.
· Legislation and Law Enforcement: Using the legal system to defeat the terrorist
· Security methods and techniques: Tried and tested techniques to make it more difficult for the terrorist to be successful.
Each learner will be given the opportunity to read and research the subject, and will have the opportunity to complete a number of self assessments during the course of their study. Final assessment will be in the form of a blended learning examination, with full feedback being provided by the course tutor.
The lead author of the module is Charlie Swanson. Charlie holds an MSc in Security Management from Leicester University, and is currently reading for a MLitt in Terrorism Studies at St Andrews University. He also has a breadth of practical anti and counter terrorist experience, after completing a full career in the British Royal Military Police, and being responsible for carrying an extensive number of counter terrorist surveys since leaving HM Forces.
