TERMS OF REFERENCE
Purpose
To clarify the situation regarding “Retired Member”, ensuring it is fair to the person and the organisation, cost effective and of benefit to both.

Eligibility

Retired membership is available to any existing member who:

· Has been a member of SyI for a minimum of 5 years
· Pays a one-off fee equal to x1.5 the current full membership rate (in 2007 this would be £187.50)
· No longer works (either part- or full-time) in the security profession
Retired Member Benefits
Retired Members will:

· Receive communications from SyI, including newsletters, website access, mail shots  and yearbook
· Be able to attend all chargeable events, provided the relevant fee is paid

· Be able to attend ONE free members evening per year

· Be able to apply to attend further free members events, but attendance is at the discretion of SyI
Retired Members will no longer:
· Have access to “Hear4U” support provided by the Company of Security Professionals
· Receive free copies of new publications

· Have Voting rights in SyI

Management of Retired Members

· Retired Membership status is only valid for 5 years from the point of implementation. 

· Retired Membership status is an offer to be made to the existing member by the Council. It is not a right.
· Any Retired Member returning to work will forfeit their “Retired” status, and revert to their previous membership category. 
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
